Unit # 4 writing and discussion assignments

The 3rd unit essay assignment is to prepare a critical analysis; that is, to present a “cogent evaluation or judgment”.  The topic may be a theatrical or musical performance, work(s) of art, a film, a piece of writing (poem, short story, or novel), or other creative product.  Some suggestions include the FAE events you have attended this semester and the readings in FYS or your other courses. Three-to-five pages in length, your essay should include a summary description of your topic, but the focus/thesis of your essay should primarily address your analysis (explanation, interpretation) and reasoned evaluation/judgment of your topic/subject.
