Review the two scenarios below.  Review the Nursing Skills DVD as needed to refresh yourself on the skills you are asked to complete.  Using the supplies in lab complete both scenarios with assistance from the TA’s.  Be sure you are focusing in on what supplies you use, where you are connecting things and keeping connections sterile.
Scenario 1 for open lab:
You are caring for a 39 year old male who has just had an emergency appendectomy secondary to a ruptured appendix.  He has ordered D5/.2 with 20mEq KCL.  The IV rate is 150 cc/hr.

Prime the tubing, put the tubing in the pump and set the rate at the appropriate rate.
The attending makes rounds and decreases the rate of the IV therapy to 125 cc/hr.

Change the rate of delivery on the pump.
The patient has an order for a Pepcid to be delivered by an IV Syringe Pump.

Prime the tubing, place the syringe in the syringe pump, and set the pump.

The following day the attending writes an order to change the IV line to a Saline Lock.

Convert the IV line to a Saline Lock.
Scenario 2 for open lab (continue with patient from Scenario 1):
Your patient is now being prepared for discharge on his third post-operative day.  He complains of nausea and you are to administer Dolasetron IV push via the saline lock.

Assess the IV site, flush the site, administer the medication and re-establish the saline lock

As you go in to do the vital signs you find that he is now tachycardic and has spiked a fever.  A CT scan reveals that he has an abdominal abscess.  Lactated Ringers is ordered at 100cc/hr as pre-operative fluids.
Prime the tubing, put the tubing in the pump, set the rate and correctly attach the setup to the saline lock.

As you are prepping him for surgery, you note that there is an order for Ancef to be administered via piggy back.  Set up this medication as ordered.
Prime the piggyback tubing, connect it to the primary line and set the infusion rate
