a. Passports: You will get an application form and instruction sheet.  Complete it EXCEPT FOR YOUR SIGNATAURE and take it to the government office ASAP.  We need your passport number for the SWCNU Application form.  SWCNU cannot process the JW202 form until they have each student’s passport number.  We would like to get the University application forms sent off to the Foreign Affairs Office by early May.  It usually takes 6 weeks to get the passport back after submitting the application. As soon as you get your passport, submit it to the CIE immediately.  If you have a passport, it must be valid for 6 months beyond your stay in China and have two blank visa pages.  If you plan to travel outside of China before your return trip, it should have more blank visa pages.
b. Visa:  Fill out the form tonight and give it to me when you are done.  A sample form will be distributed as an example. Leave the passport section blank, and the CIE will fill that section in when you give them your passport.
c. SWCNU – You must fill out this form tonight.  A sample form will be provided. We need your passport number for the SWCNU Application form (see above).
